FILM PRODUCTION, DISTRIBUTION & EXHIBITION SECTOR IN INDIA

Market structure plays an important role in determining the competitive dynamics prevalent in a particular industry. A tripartite value chain
for the film industry comprises three segments:

i.Production: The making of afilm generally begins with a story, which is converted into a screenplay 2. The screenplay is then “pitched” to
aproducer. If the producer wishes to pursue the project, he/she typically signs an agreement with the writer. Producers must also cultivate
several other aspects of pre-production, such as selecting a director, casting, etc. After this, the movieis shot and the film is sent to
post-production, which involves dubbing, adding special effects, and the soundtrack.

ii.Distribution: Distributors typically market afilm and take it to theatres, television broadcasters, and OTT players.
iii.Exhibition: Exhibitors are stakeholders that enable consumers to view the film product. They can be theatrical, television, and digital.

Prior to the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic, in 2019, Indid stheatrical, TV, and online video service industries generated a gross output
of USD 16.5 hillion and employed about 8.5 lakh people. Estimates suggest that the industry may add USD 33.3 billion total gross output and
11.1 lakh jobs over the next five years.

The prospective growth in the film industry is attributed to both demand- and supply-side factors, such as arise in disposable incomes, a
growing propensity to spend on entertainment, an increase in the number of television channels, internet penetration, demand for streaming
platforms, and changing consumption patterns.

Transactionsin foreign currencies are translated at the rates of exchange prevailing on the dates of the transactions. Monetary assets and
liabilitiesin foreign currencies are trandated at the prevailing rates of exchange at the balance sheet date. Non-monetary items that are
measured at historical cost in aforeign currency are translated at the exchange rate at the date of the transaction. Non-monetary items that are
measured at fair value in aforeign currency are trandlated using the exchange rates at the date when the fair value was determined.

Inventories

i)Inventories of under production content (content under production or content under distribution) and content completed and not released are
valued at cost. Production Cost comprises the cost of materials, cost of services, labour, borrowing costs & other expense including
producer’ s marketing expenses and advances paid. Production cost get accumulated till the first theatrical or digital release of the content.
The Company amortizes 80% of the cost of various rights, acquired or produced by it, on first theatrical or digital release of the content. The
above rate of amortization can be further amended based on management estimates.

The said amortization pertaining to Domestic Theatrical Rights, International Theatrical Rights, Satellite Rights, Music Rights, Video Rights
and others is made proportionately based on management estimate. In case the aforesaid rights are not exploited along with or prior to the
first theatrical release, proportionate cost of the said right is carried forward to be written off as and when such right is commercially
exploited. Balance 20% is amortised over the period of 10 (Ten) years. The inventory, thus, comprises of unamortised cost of such content
rights.

For Music Content - The Company recognizes all expenses related to release, marketing and promotion of a content immediately upon
incurrence in the period of release of the content & thereafter. The Company amortizes the cost of various rights, acquired or produced by it,
on first commercial of the content equally over 8 years (i.e. 32 quarters) starting from the quarter in which the content is released. The above
rate of amortization can be further amended based on management estimates. The inventory, thus, comprises of unamortised cost of such
content rights.

The Company evaluates the realisable value and/or revenue potential of inventory on an annual basis and appropriate write down is made in
cases where accelerated write down is warranted.

The borrowing cost directly attributable to a content being produced is capitalized as part of the cost of the content. In case of general
borrowings, borrowing cost eligible for capitalisation for projectsis determined by applying a borrowing rate to the expenditure on that
content.

ii)The cost of acquisition of remake, dubbing & such other rights are carried at cost as inventory.
In case of sale, any part of such acquired rights, the cost is amortised based on management estimates.

Borrowing Cost

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the production of content, and acquisition or construction of qualifying assets are capitalized as part
of cost of production of such content and assets, respectively.

A qualifying asset is one that necessarily takes substantial period to get ready for itsintended use. All other borrowing costs are charged to
statement of profit and loss account.

CORPORATE INFORMATION

Panorama Studios I nternational Limited (the ‘Holding Company’) was incorporated in India, under the Companies Act, 1956. The Holding
Company and its subsidiaries, Panorama Studios Private Limited, Panorama Music Private Limited, Panorama Studios Distribution LLP and
Brain on Rent LLP, are within the Indian media and entertainment industry and is primarily engaged in the business of production and
distribution of entertainment content. The Consolidated financia statements of the Group are for the year ended 31 March 2024 and are
prepared in Indian Rupees being the functional currency.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of Preparation of Accounts

The Consolidated financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis except for certain financial assets which, when
applicable, have been measured at fair value amount.

The financial statements of the Group have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principlesin Indiato comply
with the Indian Accounting standards (‘' IND AS'), including the Accounting Standards notified under the relevant provisions of the
Companies Act, 2013.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with Accounting Standards requires management to make estimates and assumptions
that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities at the end of financial statements, and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses
during the year.

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost, net of recoverable taxes, trade discount and rebates |ess accumul ated depreciation and
impairment losses, if any. Such cost includes purchase price, borrowing cost and any cost directly attributable to bringing the assets to its
working condition for itsintended use, net charges on foreign exchange contracts and arrangements arising from exchange rate variations
attributable to the assets.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’ s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate, only when it is probabl e that
future economic benefits associated with the item will flow the entity and the cost can be measured reliably.

Depreciation on property, plant and equipment is provided using written down value method. Depreciation is provided based on useful life of
the assets as prescribed in Schedule 11 to the Companies Act, 2013 except for a Subsidiary LLP in which Depreciation on property, plant and
equipment is provided using written down value method as per the rates of depreciation specified under Income Tax Act, 1961.

Gains or losses arising from derecognition of a property, plant and equipment are measured as the difference between the net disposal
proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss when the asset is derecognised.

ii)Dividend income is recognized when the right to receive dividend is established.

In the event Sales/Realizations are subject to certain conditions, eventualities and uncertainties, the Sales/Realizations are deemed to accrue
as and when events take place or conditions are fulfilled or uncertainties are removed. Accordingly, such income is accounted only after the
events take place or conditions are fulfilled or uncertainties are removed. Thisis in accordance with Accounting Standard in respect of
recognition of revenue and prudential norms.

Inventories

i)Inventories of under production content (content under production or content under distribution) and content completed and not released are
valued at cost. Production Cost comprises the cost of materials, cost of services, labour, borrowing costs & other expense including
producer’ s marketing expenses and advances paid. Production cost get accumulated till the first theatrical or digital release of the content.
The Group amortises 80% of the cost of various rights, acquired or produced by it, on first theatrical or digital release of the content. The
above rate of amortisation can be further amended based on management estimates.

The said amortisation pertaining to Domestic Theatrical Rights, International Theatrical Rights, Satellite Rights, Music Rights, Video Rights
and others is made proportionately based on management estimate. In case the aforesaid rights are not exploited along with or prior to the
first theatrical release, proportionate cost of the said right is carried forward to be written off as and when such right is commercially
exploited. Balance 20% is amortised over the period of 10 (Ten) years. The inventory, thus, comprises of unamortised cost of such content
rights.

In the case of its music content - The Group recognizes all expenses related to release, marketing and promotion of a content immediately
upon incurrence in the period of release of the content & thereafter. The Group amortizes the cost of various rights, acquired or produced by





it, on first commercial of the content equally over 8 years (i.e. 32 quarters) starting from the quarter in which the content is released. The
above rate of amortization can be further amended based on management estimates. The inventory, thus, comprises of unamortised cost of
such content rights.

The Group evaluates the realisable value and/or revenue potential of inventory on an annual basis and appropriate write down is made in
cases where accel erated write down is warranted.

ii)The cost of acquisition of remake, dubbing & such other rights are carried at cost as inventory.
In case of sale, any part of such acquired rights, the cost is amortised based on management estimates.

Borrowing Cost

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition or construction of qualifying assets are capitalized as part of cost of acquisition or
construction of such assets, respectively.

CORPORATE INFORMATION

Panorama Studios International Limited (the ‘Holding Company’) wasincorporated in India, under the Companies Act, 1956. The
Holding Company and its subsidiaries, Panorama Studios Private Limited, Panorama Music Private Limited, Panorama Studios
Distribution LLP and Brain on Rent LLP, are within the Indian media and entertainment industry and is primarily engaged in the

business of production and distribution of entertainment content. The Consolidated financial statements of the Group are for the year
ended 31 March 2024 and are prepared in Indian Rupees being the functional currency.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of Preparation of Accounts

Thefinancial statements of the Group have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principlesin Indiato
comply with the Indian Accounting standards (‘IND AS'’), including the Accounting Standards notified under the relevant provisions of
the Companies Act, 2013.

All Income and Expenditure having a material bearing on the financial statements are recognized on accrual basis. In case of
uncertainties in either aspect, revenue recognition is postponed to the time of realizing such claims. Consumables acquired for
Cinematographic Film Equipment are debited to Revenue immediately upon acquisition.

The preparation of financial statementsin conformity with Accounting Standards requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities at the end of financial statements, and the reported amounts of
revenues and expenses during the year.

Foreign currencies

Functional and presentation currency

Itemsincluded in the financial statements of the Group are measured using the currency of the primary economic environment in which
the entity operates (‘the functional currency’). The financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees, which is the Group’ s functional
and presentation currency.

Transactions and balances

Transactionsin foreign currencies are translated at the rates of exchange prevailing on the dates of the transactions. Monetary assets and
liabilitiesin foreign currencies are trandlated at the prevailing rates of exchange at the balance sheet date. Non-monetary itemsthat are
measured at historical cost in aforeign currency are translated at the exchange rate at the date of the transaction.

Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost, net of recoverable taxes, trade discount and rebates less accumul ated depreciation and
impairment losses, if any. Such cost includes purchase price, borrowing cost and any cost directly attributable to bringing the assets to
itsworking condition for itsintended use, net charges on foreign exchange contracts and arrangements arising from exchange rate
variations attributabl e to the assets.

Contingent liabilities are disclosed unless the possibility of outflow of resources is remote. Contingent assets are neither recognized nor
disclosed in the financial statements.

Inventories

i) Inventories of under production content (content under production or content under distribution) and content completed and not
released are valued at cost. Production Cost comprises the cost of materials, cost of services, labour, borrowing costs & other expense
including producer’s marketing expenses and advances paid. Production cost get accumulated till the first theatrical or digital release of
the content.

The Group amortises 80% of the cost of various rights, acquired or produced by it, on first theatrical or digital release of the content.
The above rate of amortisation can be further amended based on management estimates.

The said amortisation pertaining to Domestic Theatrical Rights, International Theatrical Rights, Satellite Rights, Music Rights, Video
Rights and othersis made proportionately based on management estimate. In case the aforesaid rights are not exploited along with or
prior to the first theatrical release, proportionate cost of the said right is carried forward to be written off as and when such right is
commercially exploited. Balance 20% is amortised over the period of 10 (Ten) years. The inventory, thus, comprises of unamortised
cost of such content rights.

In the case of its music content - The Group recognizes all expenses related to release, marketing and promotion of a content
immediately upon incurrence in the period of release of the content & thereafter. The Group amortizes the cost of variousrights,
acquired or produced by it, on first commercia of the content equally over 8 years (i.e. 32 quarters) starting from the quarter in which
the content is released. The above rate of amortization can be further amended based on management estimates. The inventory, thus,
comprises of unamortised cost of such content rights.

The Group evaluates the realisable value and/or revenue potential of inventory on an annual basis and appropriate write down is madein
cases where accelerated write down is warranted.

ii) The cost of acquisition of remake, dubbing & such other rights are carried at cost as inventory.

In case of sale, any part of such acquired rights, the cost is amortised based on management estimates.

Borrowing Cost

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition or construction of qualifying assets are capitalized as part of cost of acquisition or
construction of such assets, respectively.

A qualifying asset is one that necessarily takes substantial period to get ready for itsintended use.

All other borrowing costs are charged to statement of profit and loss account.

Foreign Currency Transactions
Transactionsin foreign currencies are accounted at standard exchange rates. Current assets and current liabilitiesin foreign currencies
arerealigned with rates ruling on Balance Sheet date. Any gain/loss arising on realignment or realization is charged to the Profit and

Deferred income tax is provided in full, using the liability method, on temporary differences arising between the tax bases of assets and
liahilities and their carrying amountsin the financia statements. Deferred income tax is provided at amounts expected to be paid (or
recovered) using the tax rates and laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the balance sheet date and are expected to
apply when the related deferred income tax asset is realized, or the deferred income tax liability is settled.

Panorama Studios International Limited (the ‘Holding Company’) wasincorporated in India, under the Companies Act, 1956. The
Holding Company and its subsidiaries, Panorama Studios Private Limited, Panorama Music Private Limited, Panorama Studios
Distribution LLP and Brain on Rent LLP, are within the Indian media and entertainment industry and is primarily engaged in the

business of production and distribution of entertainment content. The Consolidated financial statements of the Group are for the year
ended 31 March 2024 and are prepared in Indian Rupees being the functional currency.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of Preparation of Accounts

The Consolidated financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis except for certain financial assets which, when
applicable, have been measured at fair value amount.

Thefinancial statements of the Group have been prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principlesin Indiato
comply with the Indian Accounting standards (‘IND AS'’), including the Accounting Standards notified under the relevant provisions of
the Companies Act, 2013.

All Income and Expenditure having a material bearing on the financial statements are recognized on accrual basis. In case of
uncertainties in either aspect, revenue recognition is postponed to the time of realizing such claims. Consumables acquired for
Cinematographic Film Equipment are debited to Revenue immediately upon acquisition.

The preparation of financial statementsin conformity with Accounting Standards requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities at the end of financial statements, and the reported amounts of
revenues and expenses during the year.

The accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those followed in the previous year.

Current versus non-current classification

The Group presents assets and liabilities in the balance sheet based on current/ non-current classification.

An asset istreated as current when it is:

« Expected to be realized or intended to be sold or consumed in normal operating cycle;

 Expected to be realized within twelve months after the reporting period;

« Cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or used to settle aliability for at least twelve months after the reporting
period;
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« held primarily for the purpose of trading; and

« Carrying current portion of non-current financial assets.

All other assets are classified as non-current.

A liability is current when:

« It is expected to be settled in normal operating cycle;

« held primarily for the purpose of trading;

« It is due to be settled within twelve months after the reporting period;

* Thereis no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least twelve months after the reporting period; or

« It includes current portion of non-current financial liabilities.

All other liabilities are classified as non-current.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are classified as non-current assets and liabilities.

The operating cycle is the time between the acquisition of assets for processing and their realization in cash and cash equivalents. The
Group has identified twelve months as its operating cycle except in the case of Content under production and related activities wherein





the operating cycle is linked to the release of the content.

Principles of Consolidation

Thefinancial statements of the Subsidiaries used in consolidation are drawn up to the same reporting date as of the Holding Company.

The Group’'s Consolidated Financial Statements have been prepared on the following basis:

» The Financial Statements of the Holding Company, its subsidiaries have been consolidated in compliance with Indian Accounting
Standard 110 — * Consolidated Financial Statement’ by adding, on a line-by-line basis, the values of the like items of assets, liabilities,
income and expenses. Inter-Company balances and transactions and unrealized profit and losses have been fully eliminated.

» The Financia statements have been prepared using uniform accounting policies for like transactions and other eventsin similar
circumstances. The impact of change in accounting policies, if not material, has been ignored.

* The share of profit/loss of associate company is accounted under the ‘ Equity Method' as defined in Indian Accounting Standard 28 —

‘ Accounting for Investments in associates in consolidated financial statement’, under which the share of profit/loss of associate company
has been adjusted to the cost of investment. An associate is an enterprise in which the investor has significant influence and which is
neither a subsidiary nor ajoint venture.

* The excess of the cost to the parent of itsinvestmentsin asubsidiary / associate company over the parent’s portion of equity at the date
of which investment in the subsidiary / associate company is made, is recognized as * Goodwill (on consolidation)’. When the cost to the
parent of itsinvestmentsin a subsidiary / associate company is less than the parent’ s portion of equity at the date of which investment in
the subsidiary / associate company is made, the differenceis treated as ‘ Capital Reserve (on consolidation)’ in the consolidated financial
statements.

» Minority Interest’s share of net profit of consolidated subsidiaries for the year isidentified and adjusted against the income of the
group in order to arrive at the net income attributable to sharehol ders of the Group.

» Minority interest’s share of net assets of consolidated subsidiaries consists of the amount of equity attributable to minority shareholders
at the dates on which investment in subsidiary company made and further movements in their share in the equity, subsequent to the dates
of investments.

» On disposal of asubsidiary, the attributable amount of goodwill isincluded in the determination of the profit and loss on disposal.

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Foreign currencies

Functional and presentation currency

Itemsincluded in the financial statements of the Group are measured using the currency of the primary economic environment in which
the entity operates (‘the functional currency’). The financial statements are presented in Indian Rupees, which is the Group’ s functional
and presentation currency.

Transactions and balances

Transactionsin foreign currencies are translated at the rates of exchange prevailing on the dates of the transactions. Monetary assets and
liabilitiesin foreign currencies are trandlated at the prevailing rates of exchange at the balance sheet date. Non-monetary itemsthat are
measured at historical cost in aforeign currency are translated at the exchange rate at the date of the transaction. Non-monetary items
that are measured at fair valuein aforeign currency are translated using the exchange rates at the date when the fair value was
determined.

Any exchange differences arising on the settlement of monetary items or on translating monetary items at rates different from those at
which they were initially recorded are recognized in the statement of profit and lossin the period in which they arise. Non-monetary
items carried at fair value that are denominated in foreign currencies are trandated at rates prevailing at the date when the fair value was
determined. Non-monetary items that are measured in terms of historical cost in aforeign currency are not retrandated.

Fair value measurement
The Group’s accounting policies and disclosures require the measurement of fair values for financial instruments. The Group has an

established control framework with respect to the measurement of fair values. The management regularly reviews significant
unobservable inputs and valuation adjustments.

All assets and liabilities for which fair value is measured or disclosed in the Financial Statements are categorized within the fair value
hierarchy, described as follows, based on the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement as awhole:

Level 1 - Quoted (unadjusted) market prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities.

Level 2- Valuation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement is directly or indirectly
observable.

Level 3 -Vauation techniques for which the lowest level input that is significant to the fair value measurement is unobservable.

Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are stated at cost, net of recoverable taxes, trade discount and rebates less accumul ated depreciation and
impairment losses, if any. Such cost includes purchase price, borrowing cost and any cost directly attributable to bringing the assets to
itsworking condition for itsintended use, net charges on foreign exchange contracts and arrangements arising from exchange rate
variations attributabl e to the assets.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’ s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate, only when it is probable
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that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow the entity and the cost can be measured reliably.

Depreciation on property, plant and equipment is provided using written down value method. Depreciation is provided based on useful
life of the assets as prescribed in Schedule |1 to the Companies Act, 2013 except for a Subsidiary LLP in which Depreciation on
property, plant and equipment is provided using written down value method as per the rates of depreciation specified under Income Tax
Act, 1961.

Gains or losses arising from derecognition of a property, plant and equipment are measured as the difference between the net disposal
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proceeds and the carrying amount of the asset and are recognised in the Statement of Profit and Loss when the asset is derecogni sed.

Impairment of non-financial assets - property, plant and equipment and intangible assets
The Group assesses at each reporting dates as to whether there is any indication that any property, plant and equipment and intangible

assets may beimpaired. If any such indication exists the recoverable amount of an asset is estimated to determine the extent of
impairment, if any.

An impairment lossis recognized in the Statement of the Profit and Loss to the extent, asset’ s carrying amount exceeds its recoverable
amount. The recoverable amount is higher of an asset’sfair value less cost of disposal and value in use. Valuein use is based on the
estimated future cash flows, discounted to their present value using pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the
time value of money and risk specific to the assets.

The impairment loss recognised in prior accounting period is reversed if there has been a change in the estimate of recoverable amount.

Intangible — Film Rights (Negative Rights)

Intangible Rights acquired by the Group are stated at cost and classified as Intangible assets. The Group amortises 5% of the cost every
year on straight line basis. The above rate of amortisation can be further amended based on management estimates

Provisions and Contingencies

Provisions are recognized when the Group has a present obligation as aresult of a past event, it is probable that an outflow of resources
embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the
obligation.

Contingent liabilities are disclosed unless the possibility of outflow of resources is remote. Contingent assets are neither recognized nor
disclosed in the financial statements.

Revenue Recognition

The Group recognizes revenue (net of sales related taxes) when the amount of revenue can be reliably measured; when it is probable that
future economic benefits will flow to the entity; and when specific criteria have been met for the Group's activities, as described below.

Revenue from operation: -

* Realisation from exploitation of copyright for self-produced / traded content - Sales/Realizations are recognized on delivery of film
prints/ positive tapes to customers as per terms of sale agreements

« Realisation from exploitation of copyright for distributed content - Revenue is recognized on accrual basis subject to receipt of Daily
Collection Reports (DCR) and /or Business statements.

« Realisation from other exploitation is recognized on accrual basis as per terms of the respective contracts.

« Other Operational Income is recognized on accrual basis as per terms of the respective contracts.





Other income: -

« Interest income is recognized on atime proportion basis taking into account the amount outstanding and the rate applicable.

« Dividend income is recognized when the right to receive dividend is established.

In the event Sales/Readlizations are subject to certain conditions, eventualities and uncertainties, the Sales/Realizations are deemed to
accrue as and when events take place or conditions are fulfilled or uncertainties are removed. Accordingly, such income is accounted
only after the events take place or conditions are fulfilled or uncertainties are removed. Thisisin accordance with Accounting Standard
in respect of recognition of revenue and prudential norms.

Inventories

i) Inventories of under production content (content under production or content under distribution) and content completed and not
released are valued at cost. Production Cost comprises the cost of materials, cost of services, labour, borrowing costs & other expense
including producer’s marketing expenses and advances paid. Production cost get accumulated till the first theatrical or digital release of
the content.

The Group amortises 80% of the cost of various rights, acquired or produced by it, on first theatrical or digital release of the content.
The above rate of amortisation can be further amended based on management estimates.

The said amortisation pertaining to Domestic Theatrical Rights, International Theatrical Rights, Satellite Rights, Music Rights, Video
Rights and othersis made proportionately based on management estimate. In case the aforesaid rights are not exploited along with or
prior to the first theatrical release, proportionate cost of the said right is carried forward to be written off as and when such right is
commercially exploited. Balance 20% is amortised over the period of 10 (Ten) years. The inventory, thus, comprises of unamortised
cost of such content rights.

In the case of its music content - The Group recognizes all expenses related to release, marketing and promotion of a content
immediately upon incurrence in the period of release of the content & thereafter. The Group amortizes the cost of variousrights,
acquired or produced by it, on first commercia of the content equally over 8 years (i.e. 32 quarters) starting from the quarter in which
the content is released. The above rate of amortization can be further amended based on management estimates. The inventory, thus,
comprises of unamortised cost of such content rights.

The Group evaluates the realisable value and/or revenue potential of inventory on an annual basis and appropriate write down is madein
cases where accelerated write down is warranted.

ii) The cost of acquisition of remake, dubbing & such other rights are carried at cost as inventory.

In case of sale, any part of such acquired rights, the cost is amortised based on management estimates.

Borrowing Cost

Borrowing costs directly attributable to the acquisition or construction of qualifying assets are capitalized as part of cost of acquisition or
construction of such assets, respectively.

A qualifying asset is one that necessarily takes substantial period to get ready for itsintended use.

All other borrowing costs are charged to statement of profit and loss account.

Foreign Currency Transactions
Transactionsin foreign currencies are accounted at standard exchange rates. Current assets and current liabilitiesin foreign currencies
arerealigned with rates ruling on Balance Sheet date. Any gain/loss arising on realignment or realization is charged to the Profit and

Loss Account. Any gain/ loss arising on realignment or realization specifically attributable to afilm is charged to the Profit and Loss
Account in the year the sales/ realization of the film is recognized.

Taxation

Taxation on profit and loss comprises current tax and deferred tax. Tax is recognized in the statement of profit and |oss, except to the
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extent that it relates to items recognized directly in equity or other comprehensive income in which case tax impact is also recognized in
equity or other comprehensive income.

Current tax is provided at amounts expected to be paid (or recovered) using the tax rates and laws that have been enacted or
substantively enacted at the balance sheet date along with any adjustment relating to tax payable in previous years.

Deferred income tax is provided in full, using the liability method, on temporary differences arising between the tax bases of assets and
liahilities and their carrying amountsin the financia statements. Deferred income tax is provided at amounts expected to be paid (or
recovered) using the tax rates and laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted at the balance sheet date and are expected to
apply when the related deferred income tax asset is realized, or the deferred income tax liability is settled.

Deferred tax assets and deferred tax liabilities are offset when thereis alegally enforceable right to set off assets against liabilities
representing current tax and where the deferred tax assets and the deferred tax liabilities relate to taxes on income levied by the same
governing taxation laws.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assetsis reviewed at each reporting date and reduced to the extent that it is no longer probable that
sufficient taxable profit will be available to utilize all or part of the deferred tax asset. Unrecognized deferred tax assets are re-assessed
at each reporting date and are recognized to the extent that it has become probable that future taxable profits will available to utilize the





deferred tax asset.

Financial instrument:

* Financial assets

« Initial recognition and measurement

The Group classifies financial instruments, or their component parts, on initial recognition as afinancial asset, afinancial liability or an
equity instrument in accordance with the substance of the contractual arrangement. Financial instruments are recognized when the
Group becomes a party to the contractua provisions of the instrument. Financial instruments are recognized initially at fair value plus
transactions costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or issue of the financia instrument, except for financial assets at fair
value through statement of profit and loss, which areinitially measured at fair value, excluding transaction costs (which is recognized in
statement of profit and |0ss).

« Subsequent M easurement

* Financial Assets at amortized cost:

A financial asset is subsequently measured at amortized cost if it is held within a business model whose objective isto hold the asset in
order to collect contractual cash flows and the contractual terms of the financial asset give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are
solely payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

* Financial assets at fair value through other comprehensive income (FVTOCI):

A financial asset is subsequently measured at fair value through other comprehensive incomeiif it is held within a business model whose
objective is achieved by both collecting contractual cash flows and selling financial assets and the contractual terms of the financial asset
give rise on specified dates to cash flows that are solely payments of principal and interest on the principal amount outstanding.

« Financial assets at fair value through statement of profit and loss (FVTPL):

Assets that do not meet the criteriafor amortised cost or fair value through other comprehensive income (FVTOCI) are measured at fair
value through profit or loss. Gain and losses on fair value of such instruments are recognised in statement of profit and loss. Interest
income from these financial assets isincluded in other income.

* Impairment of financial assets: -
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The Group assesses on a forward-looking basis the expected credit |osses associated with its assets carried at amortized cost and FVOCI.
The impairment methodology applied depends on whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk.

Expected credit loss ('ECL") impairment loss allowance (or reversal) recognized during the period is recognized asincome/ expensein
the Statement of Profit and Loss (P&L). Thisamount is reflected under the head ‘ other expenses’ in the P& L. The balance sheet
presentation for various financial instruments is described below:

Financial assets measured as at amortized cost and other contractual revenue receivables - ECL is presented as an allowance, i.e., asan
integral part of the measurement of those assets in the balance sheet. The allowance reduces the net carrying amount. Until the asset
meets write-off criteria, the Group does not reduce impairment allowance from the gross carrying amount.

* Financial Liabilities

« Initial recognition and measurement

All financial liabilities are recognized initially at fair value and in case of loans and borrowings and payables, net of directly attributable
cost. Fees of recurring nature are directly recognized in statement profit and loss as finance cost.

« Subsequent measurement

Financial liabilities are subsequently carried at amortized cost using the effective interest method. For trade and other payables maturing
within one year from the balance sheet date, the carrying amounts approximate fair value due to the short maturity of these instruments.

* Loans and borrowings :-

After initial recognition, interest bearing |oans and borrowings are subsequently measured at amortized cost using the effective interest
rate (EIR) method. Gains and losses are recognized in statement of profit and loss when liabilities are derecognized. Amortized cost is
calculated by taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition and fees or costs that are an integral part of the EIR. The EIR
amortization isincluded as finance cost in the statement of statement of profit and loss.

 De-recognition of financial instruments

The Group derecognizes afinancial asset when contractua rights to the cash flows from the financial asset expire or it transfers the
financial asset and the transfer qualifies for de-recognition under Ind AS 109. A financial liability (or a part of afinancia liability) is
derecognized from the Group's balance sheet when the obligation specified in the contract is discharged or cancelled or expires.

* Offsetting of financia instruments





Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset, and the net amount is reported in the balance sheet if there is a currently enforceable
legal right to offset the recognized amounts and there is an intention to settle on a net basis, to realize the assets and settle the liabilities

simultaneously.

Critical accounting estimates and judgements

The preparation of the Group financial statements in conformity with Ind AS requires management to make judgements, estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of revenues, expenses, assets and liabilities, and the accounting disclosures, and the
disclosure of contingent liabilities. Estimates and judgements are continuously evaluated and are based on historical experience and

P other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable. Uncertainty about these assumptions and
estimates could result in outcomes that require amaterial adjustment to the carrying amount of assets or liabilities affected in future
periods. Revisions to accounting estimates are recognized in the period in which the estimate is revised.

 Impairment of financial assets: -

The Group assesses on a forward-looking basis the expected credit losses associated with its assets carried at amortized cost and FVOCI. The
impairment methodol ogy applied depends on whether there has been a significant increase in credit risk.

Expected credit loss ('ECL") impairment loss allowance (or reversal) recognized during the period is recognized asincome/ expense in the
Statement of Profit and Loss (P& L). This amount is reflected under the head * other expenses’ in the P& L. The balance sheet presentation for
various financial instruments is described below:
